Membership Procedures

New Member:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk138840431]Fill out California Airgun Shooters Association (CASA) “Membership Application”. 
2. Sign and date California Airgun Shooters Association “Waiver of Liability Release” form. 
3. Receive and review “CASA Standing Rules” (Revised 1/8/2022) with one of CASA’s NRA Certified Range Safety Officers.
4. Meet with CASA’s NRA Range Safety Officer to review range operation and demonstrate knowledge and safe operation of new member’s airgun equipment. 
5.  Fill out and sign acknowledgement sheet found on the last page of “CASA Standing Rules”.
6. [bookmark: _Hlk129609612]To receive your membership card, good for one calendar year (January 1 to December 31), you must present the above completed forms and membership fee to CASA’s Treasurer. Make sure your card is signed on the back by one of CASA’s NRA Certified Range Safety Officers.
Continuing Membership:
NOTE:  The following forms are required each year.
1. Fill out “CASA Membership Application” for year of membership.
2. Sign and date California Airgun Shooters Association “Waiver of Liability Release” form. 
3. Sign “Acknowledgement by Member of CASA Standing Rules” (Revised 1/8/2022). 
4. [bookmark: _Hlk138841807]You must present the above completed forms and membership fee to CASA’s Treasurer. Make sure your card is signed on the back by one of CASA’s NRA Certified Range Safety Officers.


CASA Standing Rules
Approved by CASA Board vote on 8/25/2019 
Revised 1/8/2022

1. A new paid member must become a “CASA Approved Safety Officer” before they can receive their membership card and shoot on CASA’s Ranges during non-match/event days.  To become a “CASA Approved Safety Officer” the member must attend an orientation meeting with CASA’s “NRA Range Safety Officer” or CASA’s President. Sign your name along with the “NRA Range Safety Officer’s” signature on a copy of the “CASA Standing Rules”. Two copies, one for CASA’s Secretary and one for the member. 
Note: “CASA Approved Safety Officers” are individual members that have completed the Safety and” CASA’s Standing Rules” orientation. CASA Approved Range Officers do not have to be elected CASA Board Members.

2. To be considered a paid CASA member the completed club application and dues must be received by the CASA Treasurer. 
3. Only Board Members have access to the storage shed.
4. CASA members must pay Angeles Shooting Range (ASR) fees each day and sign ASR’s “Hold Harmless Agreement” before shooting on CASA ranges.
5. Each member must be able to provide their membership card or a signed copy of this “CASA Standing Rules” on request of any CASA member or Angeles Shooting Range representative. 
6. Airguns only. No archery, crossbows, slingshots, arrow shooting, axe or knife throwing or firearms on CASA ranges. 
7. Max. caliber on CASA’s Sight-In Range is .30 cal.
8. Max. power for Field Target is 20-foot pounds.
9. Max power on the sight-in range is 100-foot pounds.
10. Golden Rules of Gun Safety:
A. Treat all guns as if they are loaded.
B. Keep the gun pointed in a safe direction.
C. Keep your finger off the trigger until you are ready to shoot.
D. Keep the gun unloaded until ready to use.
E. Know your target, its surroundings, and beyond.
F. Know how to properly operate your gun.
G. Be sure the gun is safe to operate.
H. Use only the correct ammunition for your gun.
I. Hat and eye are required. Electronic ear protection is optional. 
J. Never use alcohol or over the counter, prescription, or other drugs that impairs ones motor skills before or while participating in shooting sports.
11. No shooting at CASA storage shed, signs or other non-target equipment.
12. No shooting steel BBs at metal or hard surface targets.
13. No shooting at glass or trash targets like radios, TVs, computers etc.
14. Remove your targets when finished.
15. Pickup your trash.
16. No shooting on CASA ranges, sight-in or field target, during match days or club events until all targets are set up.
17. Bolts must be open, break barrels opened, underlevers out of battery when not ready to shoot.
18. No pulling of triggers while off the firing line.
19. Don’t point an airgun at anybody.
20. While on the firing line, keep the muzzle pointed down range. 
21. Load airgun only when it is your turn to shoot.
22. Magazines must be removed from your airgun when moving from lane to lane and when finished shooting.
23. HOT LINE command means OK to shoot.
24. COLD LINE command means stop shooting and make your airgun safe.
Note: A COLD LINE is a safety command that can and should be given by anyone who observes an unsafe situation.  When a cold line is called there will be a five (5) second pause to allow shooters to discharge their non sighted airgun into the dirt ahead of the firing line.

25. Repeat call of “Cold Line” or a “Hot Line” so others down the line can here the command.
26.  Do not go down range. Stay behind firing line when others are shooting.
27. Stop shooting immediately for any malfunction of target or airgun, call for the Rangemaster and keep muzzle pointed down range with the action open.  Example… Open bolt, break barrel broken open, under levers in open battery.
28. Anytime when someone is down range for any reason put unloaded airgun down or point    
unloaded airgun toward the sky.
29. The Rangemaster runs the range when a match is in progress or when there is more than                 one marksman shooting on non-match days. Rangemaster decision is final.
       	30. Safety is everybody’s business. If you see something unsafe speak up.
       	31. Carry your membership card at the range so ASR can identify you as a member of CASA on 
                    non-match days.
       32.  A CASA member may have no more than two paid guests on nonmatch days.
33. The Rangemaster of any scheduled event is the Range Master for all of CASA’s ranges during the period of the event. 
34. If a member is using any portion of the range prior to, or arrives during, a scheduled event, the member must secure permission to use any CASA range and abide by the Rangemaster’s decision. 
35. Know and obey all range commands. It is everyone’s responsibility to act as a range officer when none is present. 
36. CASA’s airgun ranges are open for airgun shooting any time Angeles Shooting Ranges are open. 
37. Every consideration must be taken to ensure that fired pellets never leave CASA range  
property.
38. Minor children under the age of 18 must be under the direct supervision of a responsible adult at all times while handling or discharging an airgun. Children under the age of five (5) years may not shoot on CASA’s ranges.
39. Members are responsible for their guests and must ensure that all guest comply with all safety procedures.
40. Members are required to maintain the range in a condition the same as or better than when the member arrived.
41. Maintenance days are scheduled throughout the year and all members are encouraged to attend.
42. Flag colors – RED = Hot Line, shooting in progress. Green = Cold Line, NO shooting.
